Seven in ten Dads don't celebrate Father's Daymge women than men are upset
by their children not making an effort for theittiar on this annual family occasion,
according to a new survey from It's In The Starsti@se men who do celebrate
Father’s Day, they are — perhaps surprisingly —trikely to want and receive
personalised gifts from their wives and children.

More women than men are likely to make an effort debrating Father’'s Day

Men are three times as likely as women to overlmoknore Father’s Day,
believing that their father ‘is fine with that’ (586 vs 5.1%)

Men are twice as likely as women not to be in towith their Dad (32.5% vs
15.4%).

Women are more likely than men to at least ackndgéeheir Dad by
contacting him to wish him Father’s Day (23.1% Vs5%6).

More women than men are disappointed that theldiem don’t make a fuss
of their Dad on Father’s Day (31.5% vs 22.2%).

Women are more likely than men to see celebratingna recognising
occasions with family as important

Women are more likely than men to rank celebragimgiversaries, birthdays,
Christmas, christenings, engagements, Father’s ather’'s Day and
weddings as important with their family

Both men and women rank birthdays, weddings andgs@mas as the top three
occasions — although not in the same order

Of the eight family occasions, men rank Father'y Deseventh place, with
christenings coming in last. Women rank Father'y Ddifth place, after
Mother’s Day.

Of nine types of gifts men want to receive and womwant to give for
Father’s Day this year, the gift category that bo#n are most likely to want
for this Father’s Day and that women are also riksly to give is
personalised gifts (17.9% of men wanting them v§%6of women giving
them) which suggests that men are more sentimabtalt their families than
we give them credit for

One in four men (25.6%) want books, CDs or DVDsthis Father’'s Day, but
only 8.3% of women intend to give them.

Similarly, 12.8% of men want a special dinner dwit only 5.1% of women
plan to give them), electronic gadgets (10.4% %&d), pampering (10.4% of
men want them, but no women plan to give them}hel® (5.1% vs 0%) and
sports equipment (7.6% vs 5.5%).

Very few men (2.5%) want BBQ equipment but 8.3%vomen intend to give
it, with similar results for sports equipment (2.5%5.5%).

5.1% of men are wishing for a weekend away witl&d women intending
to give them just that.
